Arriving in Columbus

Although we have a small airport in Columbus, the only carrier is Delta which flies between
Atlanta Hartsfield and Columbus several times each day. If you are flying Delta from elsewhere
to Atlanta, you may wish to take Delta to Columbus as well. However, the extra costs of this
short journey are often fairly high, especially when your carrier to Atlanta is not Delta.

For the reasons above, | recommend you arrive at Atlanta Hartsfield and take the Groome Shuttle
to Columbus. The shuttle takes you from Atlanta Hartsfield to Columbus in 90 minutes for a
fare of $76 round trip. You book the shuttle online and the shuttle runs every 30 minutes.

If you arrive directly from an international destination to Atlanta you have to transfer first on a
free airport shuttle to the domestic terminal where the Groome stop is located. (On the way back
Groome does drop passengers at the International Terminal.) We provide instructions and videos
to our newly arriving international students on our website so I'm providing that link below:

Based on need CSU will provide a regular shuttle the Columbus Groome Shuttle to the Marriott
during Tuesday afternoon and Wednesday as well as on Friday afternoon.
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
